Harper's original promise was to get rid
of ALL of the Firearms Act.

Afirearms license is really only a
get out of jail free card, because it is still
required to POSSESS firearms. If Harper
were an honest politician he would get
rid of the need for a license to possess
firearms. He could do that by making
them legal again. Although | don't be-
lieve even an old style FAC is justified, it
is no less of a placebo than the current
PAL in terms of public safety. It used to
make people who knew nothing about
firearms and didn't trust their
neighbours or themselves with guns feel
safer.
