Changes to our Constitution and Bylaws

A motion was passed at the February 14, 2007 General Meeting calling for a review and revision of our
Constitution and Bylaws.  There appear to be two rather different schools of thought as to the direction
any revision should take.

One view appears to be that our Constitution should be amended to include some strong statements with
regards to firearms advocacy and private firearms ownership in Canada.  This view also includes changing
our Bylaws to reduce the powers of the general membership and to expand the decision making authority
and powers of the President and the Directors.

The other view appears to be that we should amend our Constitution to make provision for providing
target sports facilities for our members and aspiring target sport athletes and support hunting and fishing
as traditional Canadian values.  This view also includes strengthening the role and the powers of the
general membership and more clearly defining and limiting the independent decision making authority
of the President and the Directors.

The members need to consider this issue very seriously.  Statements respecting firearms advocacy could
cause us to lose our charitable status.  Centralization of power in the hands of a power elite could have a
serious impact on the rights of our members to control the destiny of our club.

I support careful modest changes to our Constitution that do not endanger our charitable status and, with
respect to our Bylaws, maintaining or enhancing the  powers of the individual members and very carefully
defining and limiting the powers of the President and the Directors.

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Chilliwack Fish and Game Protective Association - Member Survey

Introduction

The following is a summary of the 2007 Chilliwack Fish and Game Protective Association
Survey.  The membership response was very high for a survey of this kind and we thank all
of those who participated.  Below is the summary of the findings.

Findings

1.  The membership is very concerned about their rights as hunters and fishermen. They
are also concerned about their rights as firearms owners and users and believe the club
should be actively advancing these as a priority.  This should be accomplished largely by
club activities with some limited support for financing external firearms  rights groups. 

2.  Public education about firearms is a high priority.  How this may be accomplished in an
effective way must be pursued.

3.  The club should take more action on its own in terms of conservation issues and limit
financial support for external conservation groups.

4.  The range facilities and informal shooting are of primary importance to the
membership.

5.  Liability insurance is a significant priority for the membership.

6.  There seems to be a willingness to participate more as a club member.  We therefore
need to give serious thought to making participation an attractive and rewarding
experience, whether it is as a participant, committee member, event organizer or even a
director. 

7.  Funding external groups, be they conservation or firearms related, is not a priority for
the membership.  There nevertheless seems to be some recognition that the club should
fund these groups to a limited extent.  To this end, there is moderately more support for
funding those relating to firearms.  

8.  Organized non-shooting events and social events are not priorities for the membership.

8.  Almost half the members wish to receive a hard copy of the newsletter.
