55 boxes spread over a rather large area and to heateMikgeit can be quite an adventure.

In addition to having some of the boxes taken
over by other wildlife such as squirrels, owls,
starlings, bees using them for hives and other
wildlife the local people in some areas have
become quite possessive and when they see
someone messing with the nests they get quite
aggressive. In some instances Mike and his
sons have to do some rather fast talking to
prevent bloodshed.

One aspect of the Nesting Box program that
most people are not aware of is its importance in
maintaining our charitable status. Our club is a
registered charity. In order to maintain our

status as a charity we must undertake a
significant number of activities that have

beneficial impacts on fish and wildlife and on

public education with respect to fish and

wildlife conservation.

Some of our projects that support our charitable
status are the Wood Duck program, our fish
habitat work, the three wildlife conservation

Bursaries that we finance and the Youth
Outdoor Skills Camp.
